SIAC PLAYERS RECEIVE INVITATIONS TO PLAY IN ALL STAR BOWL GAMES

 
Tucker, GA – The Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Conference is pleased to announce that four players received invitations to play in an All Star Bowl Game.  Derrick White (Clark Atlanta Univ.), Kenneth Henderson (Tuskegee Univ.), and Robert Durham (Tuskegee Univ.) will play in the Cactus Bowl and John D. Washington (Morehouse College) will play in the Las Vegas All American Classic.

The 2006 Cactus Bowl will take place on Friday January 6, 2006 in Kingsville, TX, kickoff is 6:30 pm (CST).  The Cactus Bowl is the only Division II All Star Football game that showcases the best NCAA Division II talent for the NFL scouts as they prepare for the 2006 NFL draft. Several NCAA Division II players have been drafted because of their performance in the Cactus Bowl, including four other SIAC standouts, Keyon Nash of Albany State University who got drafted by the Oakland Raiders in 2002, Andre Slappery of Albany State University who was picked up by the Carolina Panthers, and Anthony Abrams of Clark Atlanta University who got drafted by the Washington Redskins and also Seneca Gray of Kentucky State University who now plays for the New England Patriots.

The Las Vegas All American Classic will be played Saturday, January 14, 2006 in Sam Boyd Stadium, in Las Vegas, NV; kickoff will be at 7:30 pm (PST).  The LVAAC, formerly the Paradise Bowl Game began play in 2002 after the esteemed Blue-Grey Game was cancelled temporarily.  2005 marked the first year of the new Las Vegas All American Classic after Darry Alton, former collegiate player, promoter and founder of the LCAA, decided to move the Las Vegas from St. George, Utah.  The bowl game has been an outlet for many NFL stars and coaches of the East and West teams have included NFL Coordinators and NFL Europe coaches.  The game will be aired live on CSTV.
